1o be charged, shall be teated as capital receipt and shall be collected only if
the school is maintaining a Depreciation Reserve Fund, cquivelent 10 the
depreciation charged in the revene accounts and the collection under this head
along with and income gerersted from the investment miade out of this fund,
will be Kept in a separately maintained Development Fund Account.

Al fecs charged in excess of the amount 5o determined or determinabe shall be
refunded to the students/parents within ffteen days of th issue of this order.

20. No fee, fund or any other charge by whatever name called, shal be levied or

5. A brief report alongwith specific recommendation/comments be sent to Act Branch
within_one week of receipt of representation for the final scrutiny by Grievance
Redressal Committee.
